Annotation: in this articlethe features of organizing the work of a speech
therapist to activate communicative and social abilities in preschoolers with severe
speech underdevelopment are considered. For children with TNI, a properly
structured correctional work is needed to develop communication in speech therapy

classes.

Relevance: One of the main conditions for the successful development of a
child and the formation of his personality, the leading type of human activity, through
which he cognizes and evaluates himself in the process of interacting with other
people, is communication. The process of his interaction with peers reflects the
norms of behavior learned by the child in the family, as well as his relationship with
teachers and with peers. Communication significantly enriches the life of children,
paints the sphere of their sensations with bright colors, but the everyday activity of a
modern child is watching cartoons, playing games on the computer, thereby reducing

communication to a minimum. A high level of interaction is the key to successful



adaptation of a person in any social environment, which determines the practical

significance of the formation of communication skills from early childhood.

According to the Federal State Educational Standard of Preschool Education
(FSES DO): “speech development includes mastery of speech as a means of
communication and culture; enrichment of the active vocabulary; development of
coherent, grammatically correct dialogical and monologic speech; development of
speech creativity; development of sound and intonation culture of speech, phonemic
hearing; acquaintance with book culture, children's literature, listening
comprehension of texts of various genres of children's literature; the formation of

sound analytical and synthetic activity as a prerequisite for teaching literacy .

Children with severe speech underdevelopment against the background of a
mosaic picture of speech and non-speech defects have difficulties in the formation of
communicative and social abilities, as a result of which there is a limited number of
available language means, the level of communication decreases, which contributes
to the emergence of psychological characteristics (isolation, shyness, indecision,
slowdown of inclusion in a situation of communication, inability to maintain a

conversation, to listen attentively to a sounding speech).

In the scientific works of B.M. Grinshpun, R.E. Levina, L.F. Spirova, L.B.
Khalilova, G.V. Chirkin, S.N. Shakhovskaya, et al. [9] noted the originality of the
communicative activity of children with severe speech impairment and proved the

need for corrective work.

The development of communicative and social abilities in children with TNI is
becoming very important, since at present the number of children with speech
deficiencies is increasing. Social and communicative abilities, the ability to
communicate is the main condition for the development of a child, the most
important factor in the formation of personality, one of the main types of human
activity, aimed at cognitionand appraisal most myself... In preschool age, the main

personality and character traits, forms of behavior in various social situations, the
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ability to correlate their own desires and needs with the desires and needs of other
people are laid. According to the new requirements for the preschool education
system in the Russian Federation, one of the leading priorities is the social and

communicative orientation of educational activities.

The communication skills of preschool children with severe speech
underdevelopment differ from those of their normally developing peers. The
activation of non-verbal means of communication is observed. O. L. Lekhanova,
when conducting research, it was found that when perceiving and analyzing a
situation, children with TNR, as a rule, do not take into account non-verbal means, do
not attach importance to them, and not rarely and do not notice them at all [10].
Pupils of this category experience significant difficulties in voluntarily reproducing
one or another element of non-verbal behavior.

The non-verbal means used by children are characterized by repetition,
amorphousness and "frozenness." Complex movements cause difficulties for
understanding and imitation. Children are interested in play gestures: “"Goat-goat",
"Ladushki", etc. Pupils treat touching (stroking on the head, on the back, on the hand)
in different ways. Some show negativity, others try to get additional tactile
sensations.

The complex of violations of the speech and cognitive order interferes with the
organization of the communicative activity of a child with general speech
underdevelopment, complicates his social-speech contacts, and contributes to
Isolation from the peer group.

When communicating, children with speech underdevelopment are united into
stable groups, but due to motor disinhibition (or lethargy), increased excitability,
cognitive difficulties and other reasons, their play associations are not stable and not
long-lasting.

Lyamina I.P. suggests that many children, getting into a children's team for the
first time, are frightened of new conditions. They show negativism, stubbornness,

indecision, lack of independence [11]. In order for the child to “painlessly” and
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quickly adapt to the conditions of the group, it is necessary to develop
communicative and social abilities and create a calm, friendly, homely environment.
The system of correctional work for the activation and development of
communicative activity in children is built on the basis of the communicative-speech
situation in speech therapy classes, educational activities and activities of children to
master and cognize the world around them should be. When organizing a
communicative-speech situation in speech therapy classes, a speech therapist teacher
should implement various communication models, take into account the didactic
stages of classes. It is necessary to develop joint activities of children in pairs and
working groups, taking into account specific communication tasks, for the emergence

of a need for emotional communication with peers and a teacher - speech therapist.

The task of a speech therapist is to provide children with maximum speech
activity in the classroom, which would not only form the necessary communication
skills, but would ensure the correction of all aspects of the personality of an abnormal
child.

Work on the development of communicative and social abilities in preschool
children with severe speech underdevelopment includes 2 stages of corrective action:

preparatory, main stages.

The goal of the 1st stage is to prepare children for full-fledged verbal
communication, by activating non-verbal communication methods and increasing

motivation for speech activity. It includes three areas:
one. Creation of conditions for increasing the speech motivation of children.
2. Study and clarification of emotional states accessible to age.
3. Development of non-verbal means of communication.

The main stage is aimed at developing communication skills, coherent
statements of preschoolers and the formation of emotional vocabulary. The stage also

consists of three blocks:
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one. Formation of emotional vocabulary.

2. The development of verbal communication based on the coherent statements

of children.

3. Consolidation and improvement of verbal communication skills in various

communicative situations.

It is necessary to teach children to consciously select speech and non-speech
means in different communicative situations, to develop activity, independence in the
communication process. To develop in children the ability to establish relationships

with others and to relate positively to them.
Conclusions:

Social and communicative abilities (SCS) have a complex structure and,

according to V.N. Druzhinin, consist of three components:

o emotional-motivational, cognitive and behavioral.
e The emotional-motivational component is formed by the need for positive
contacts, motives for the development of competence, semantic attitudes “to be a

successful” partner of interaction, as well as the values of communication and goals.

e The cognitive component includes knowledge from the field of human
relationships and special psychological knowledge gained in the learning process, as
well as meanings, the image of another as a partner of interaction, social-perceptual

abilities, personal characteristics that form the communicative potential of a person.

e At the behavioral level, it is an individual system of optimal models of

interpersonal interaction, as well as subjective control of communicative behavior

[7].

An indispensable condition for the formation of SCS is the development of
mental functions and abilities associated with verbal communication, such as

memory, attention, imagination, thinking, as well as communication skills and
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empathy. The formation of proper speech skills and abilities also plays an important
role. It is for these reasons that children with developmental disorders face difficulties

in mastering SDS.
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
